11) Resposta: (A) to suggest that exercising eases anxiety.

O texto traz diversos argumentos e evidéncias que sugerem que o exercicio fisico concorre para um
relaxamento fisico e mental, propiciando alivio para a ansiedade. O proprio titulo “How exercises can calm
anxiety” pode ser considerado um primeiro indicador de que o texto tem por objetivo tratar de como os
exercicios podem aliviar a ansiedade. Ha outras evidéncias no texto como, por exemplo, nos paragrafos 10 a
12 nos gquais o autor comenta a experiéncia realizada e argumenta que os camundongos que fizeram
exercicios de corrida estavam em melhores condigées fisicas.

12) Resposta: (B) exercises seem to have two different effects in the brain.

De modo muito claro, no segundo paragrafo do texto, o autor afirma que tudo leva a crer que os exercicios
fisicos parecem gerar dois efeitos opostos no cérebro. Se por um lado os exercicios criam células cerebrais
novas e bastante ativas, por outro, eles induzem a um padrao de relaxamento e tranquilidade em outras partes
do cérebro.

13) Resposta: (D) the capability some neurons have to be quickly excited.

No contexto apresentado, no qual o autor descreve caracteristicas de neurfnios diversos, esta expresséo
resgata uma caracteristica especifica, propria de neurénios que sdo facilmente ativados e que nascem com
certas predisposicoes.

14) Resposta: (E) other mice.

No artigo, ha a descricdo de um experimento no qual os cientistas criam condicfes diferentes para dois grupos
de camundongos. Apds uma explicagdo de como o primeiro grupo de animais se comportou, a palavra “others”
& usada como referéncia ao segundo grupo.

15) Resposta: (A) active mice proved to be more adventurous and confident and less anxious.

Como na questdo anterior, neste paragrafo uma nova comparacao é feita. Os cientistas chegam a concluséo
de que os camundongos gue se exercitavam mais mostraram-se mais confiantes e menos ansiosos do que 0s
camundongos do outro grupo.

16) Resposta: (C) scientists confirmed their previous assumptions.

As evidéncias mostradas pelo estudo em questdo acabaram por confirmar as suposicdes com as quais 0s
cientistas ja trabalhavam desde o inicio do experimento: de que os cérebros dos camundongos que fizeram
exercicios fisicos de corrida apresentavam um ndmero maior de neurdnios novos e exercitaveis, enquanto o
grupo de camundongos sedentarios apresentava um nimero menor dos mesmaos Neurdnios.

17) Resposta: (A) regardless of the fact.
Neste contexto, esta expresséo pode ser substituida pela opgdo A, sem qualquer prejuizo para o significado da

oracdo. O sentido sugerido é de que mesmo que a imersdo imposta aos camundongos possa ser considerada
extenuante, induzindo a ansiedade, ela nao oferece risco de vida.

18) Resposta: (B) silent.

*Shushing” remete a ideia de calar ou silenciar. Este adjetivo & usado para ressaltar o contraste existente enire
dois tipos de neurdnios: aqueles que se manifestam diante de certas situagdes e os demais que permanecem
silenciados.

19) Resposta: (D) possibility.

O verbo “might” é geralmente empregado em inglés para sugerir uma possibilidade, ainda que ndao muito certa
ou meio distante. Portanto, “might” empregado nesta oragao significa que, ainda que nao muito proxima, existe
a possibilidade atribuida a pessoas mais ativas de serem menos suscetiveis aos efeitos de situacbes
angustiantes.

20) Resposta: (E) Through their studies, scientists could relate anxiety to lack of exercises.
Para concluir, podemos dizer que os cientistas tentaram relacionar estados de ansiedade a falta de exercicios

na rotina de alguns individuos. Como o autor procurou relatar, os camundongos que se exercitaram mais
apresentaram um nivel mais baixo de ansiedade comparado aos camundongos sedentarios, cujo nivel de
ansiedade foi mais alto.

A Tall Order

The sky isn’t the limit for an architect building the
world's first invisible skyscraper.

Charles Wee, one of the world's leading high-rise
architects, has a confession to make: he's bored with
skyscrapers. After designing more than 30, most of which
punctuate the skylines of rapidly expanding Asian cities,
he has struck upon a novel concept: the first invisible
skyscraper.

As the tallest structure in South Korea, his Infinity
Tower will loom over Seoul until somebody pushes a
button and it completely disappears.

When he entered a 2004 competition to design a
landmark tower, the Korean-American architect rejected
the notion of competing with Dubai, Toronto, and Shanghai
to reach the summit of man-made summits. “l thought,
let's not jump into this stupid race to build another ‘tallest
tower,” he says in a phone conversation. “Let’'s take an
opposite approach — let's make an anti-tower.”

The result will be a 150-story building that fades from
view at the flick of a switch. The tower will effectively
function as an enormous television screen, being able to
project an exact replica of whatever is happening behind it
onto its fagade. To the human eye, the building will appear
to have melted away.

It will be the most extraordinary achievement of Wee's
stellar architectural career. After graduating from UCLA,
he worked under Anthony Lumsden, a prolific Californian
architect who helped devise the modem technigue of
wrapping buildings inside smooth glass skins.

If You Can’t Master English, Try Globish

PARIS — It happens all the time: during an airport delay the man to the left, a Korean perhaps, starts talking to the
man opposite, who might be Colombian, and soon they are chatting away in what seems to be English. But the native
English speaker sitting between them cannot understand a word.

They don't know it, but the Korean and the Colombian are speaking Globish, the latest addition to the 6,800
languages that are said to be spoken across the world. Not that its inventor, Jean-Paul Nerriére, considers it a proper
language.

“Itis not a language, it is a tool,” he says. “A language is the vehicle of a culture. Globish doesn’t want to be that at
all. It is a means of communication.”

Nerriére doesn’t see Globish in the same light as utopian efforts such as Kosmos, Volapuk, Novial or staunch
Esperanto. Nor should it be confused with barbaric Algol (for Algorithmic language). It is a sort of English lite; a means
of simplifying the language and giving it rules so it can be understood by all.
